Yeah | find the message below interesting also — as | thought 3 layer/ply masks were the “norm” and have been for quite
some time. Certainly that’s what | have been referring to, and | am double checking with Corcan about the washable
masks that we ordered this past year {in terms of 2 vs 3 layer).

| just checked the box of disposable non medical masks we have here in the RHQ, Security office — they are 3 layer.

We haven’t had a need to order non medical disposable masks since | came into this role, and since we’re moving into
the use of medical masks as our preferred default, | don’t see an immediate need for us to give any numbers to PSPC for
planning purposes. At present, at the institutions only inmates are using non medical masks. RHQ/NHQ are using non
medical masks — but | believe most staff are using cloth masks — although disposable masks are likely available should
anyone need them.

Given | would predict our need would be quite low — Corcan should really have first choice if we need to place an order
in the future (either washable or disposable). PSPC would of course be “back up” if Corcan was not able to produce the
numbers required.

We can discuss further on Monday at our meeting if you like.

| want to provide you with the latest information regarding non-medical masks and face coverings, as | committed to
you in my previous messaging. On February 11, 2021, the Public Health Agency of Canada (PHAC) posted an update to
their website, which included updated advice on the use of three-layer masks. | would like to reiterate that during the
pandemic, advice is expected to continue to evolve and Public Services and Procurement Canada (PSPC) is working
closely with PHAC to align PHAC advice and PSPC procurement.

In response to the most recent update, PSPC has identified procurement options to rapidly meet departments and
agencies’ needs for 3-layer non-medical reusable masks and efforts are underway to secure initial inventory. We are
seeking projected demand of 3-layer non-medical reusable masks within your department/agency over the next 6
months as that will impact the overall quantity of masks to be procured.

In order to collect demand, a pre-order process has been put in place using the Ariba catalogue. Departmental users can
log into their Ariba accounts and add projected quantities per size of the “3Layer-Cloth-Mask” to the Shopping Cart. By
doing so, instead of a purchase order, a requisition will be created as part of the pre-order functionality. Please note,
the requisition will be used solely to capture demand as part of the procurement and will not be processed.

Pour donner suite 8 mon dernier message, voici les derniéres nouvelles au sujet des masques non médicaux et des
couvre-visage. Le 11 février 2021, I'Agence de la santé publique du Canada (ASPC) a publié sur son site Web une mise a
jour qui comprend des recommandations sur |'utilisation des masques a trois couches. l’aimerais réitérer que, pendant
la pandémie, les recommandations continueront d’évoluer et que Services publics et Approvisionnement Canada (SPAC)
travaille en étroite collaboration avec I'ASPC afin d"harmoniser les recommandations de celle-ci avec les besoins de
SPAC en matiére d’approvisionnement.
