● Not a “food for fines” program

Aims: 

● Provide opportunities for student learning & 

creativity

● An opportunity for positive interaction with library

Featured Student Response:

● 38 students completed the worksheet for fine forgiveness

● 103 total votes

● Attention on instagram: ~150-200 likes per post 

● Revealed varying level of mastery & misconception



● Info lit activities = great alternative to canned food!

● Needs to be somewhat fun, not punishment for fines

● Involves staff time, but can reach new students
