All inmates to be 2 metres apart when out of
cell

Inmate to disinfect all things they touch when
out of cell (phone, tables, etc.)

Every effort should be made to medically
isolate COVID-19 positive inmates in a
separate space

Discontinue medical isolation when medically
cleared. Please see clearance document

COVID-19 Negative
(Other respiratory illness such as
influenza)
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* Medical isolation continues until medically
cleared with the minimum clearance being
the COVID-19 protocol
