Indoor soccer
had a bit more of a level playing field, so to speak. Futsal very much disadvantages contingents without field
houses.

Please bring back the intermediate age group for female futsal. It was cut this year as the host society cited that
not enough contingents had teams, yet when we spoke with our contacts in other jurisdictions, this was not the
case. There were teams prepared to compete at the U18 level in Yukon, NWT, Northern AB, Sapmi and Nunavut.
Greenland had a team but didn't have the funding to send a team.

There needs to be time and easy access to all sports venues . Transportation communication logistics and the
sport schedule meant 70% of our time made these activities inaccessible.

Some sports that are globally popular may not need the AWG venue. | also think that sport scheduling should shift
practice days or rest days so that opportunities to view other sports is easier. With sport venues being so spread
out, the opportunity to watch other activities was limited to our rest day, which many other sports had the same rest
day.

| think there may be some new sports to possibly consider. Perhaps pickle ball as it is growing.

| think there should be a reduction in the number of different levels within the sport. i.e. we don't need to send 3
hockey teams and 4 futsal teams, our 25+ skiers.

In my mind, their participation is very important to maintain the full circumpolar identity that is
reflected at AWG.
